Thriller at Miller to Feature Course Changes

At a February meeting, at Miller Motorsports Park,
Nostalgia Racing President, Jimmy Aretakis,
proposed the concept of running two different track
configurations for the Thriller at Miller, June 29-July
1,2007. Jimmy had received input from Nostalgia
members indicating that small bore drivers were
concerned that the 3.2 mile course may be too much
for their cars. (The straight-away on the 3.2 mile
course is 3,500 feet, which is 1,000 feet longer than
the Pueblo straight-away!) The solution is to run the
slow small bore group on the 2.2mile East track, with
faster small bore, formula and large bore groups on
the 3.2 mile outer circuit. Track changes will occur
during worker breaks and over lunch, and will not
reduce track time or numbers of sessions for the
weekend. Jimmy believes that the capability to
change course configurations, to accommodate
different types of vintage cares, is on the “cutting
edge,” reflecting that Miller Motorsports Park is truly a
world-class track. Event sponsors, Vintage Sales,
LLC, 3 R Racing, Lap Dog Racing and Computer Car,
Inc., will make this final leg of the Mathews Cup
Challenge a spectacular event. To add to the
excitement, our friends from VARA have posted this
event on their '07 schedule. They are ex-pected to
bring a large group of interesting cars. Along with
Saturday night dinner and Sunday awards party, a
Friday night Drivers’ Reception has been added to the
2007 Thriller festivities. Thanks to Scott Meehan,
